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Course Description
This course will provide learners with an opportunity to consider a variety of educational issues from a philosophical perspective. The course will explore general questions such as: What is the ultimate goal of education? This course helps to determine the driving purpose of education, as well as the roles of the various participants in educational scenarios. This course positions philosophy within various historical contexts and uses historical thinking tools to engage with philosophical thinking tools. The course introduces students to a wide range of philosophers and a wide range of philosophical schools of thought as they relate to education. Philosophy develops a broader outlook, and also helps in answering what schools are for, what subjects are important, how students should learn, and what materials and methods should be used. Education is the application of the fundamental principles of philosophy. Philosophy gives ideals, values and principles. Education works out those ideals, values and principles.
Course Objectives:

General


The overall objective of the course is to develop an insight among the students into philosophical perspectives of education so as to enable them to understand their educational system and their philosophical foundation.

Specific
At the end of this course, students would be enabled to:
· Understand the philosophical concepts that determine as applicable to the analysis of educational phenomena 

· To study the significance and scope of philosophy.

· To understand different philosophies and their educational implications.

· To create a craving for wisdom and scholasticism.

· To understand the philosophical permeation and its pragmatic outcomes and to know the relationship of both theory and process.

· To develop a cosmic vision for considering the elements of the process of education.

· To apply the philosophies to educational issues and topic e.g., educational goals, curricular element and pedagogical leadership.

· To analyze comparatively the different philosophies and inculcate our own philosophy as a nation to enrich human capital.

· To create a critical vision to analyze the educational policies in terms of philosophical enrichment.
Learning Methodology
The course will be taught using a variety of techniques and modes (depending upon COVID 19 Situation) including online / on campus lectures, discussions, reading assignments, presentations, groups work, research project, and seminars.

1. Follow APA 7th Edition style in written assignments

2. Every presenter/pair or group must prepare a summary of presentation; and distribute in the class before/ right after presentation

3. Every presenter/pair or group must prepare a backup plan for presentation in case of electricity or technology failure

5. Use readable font style, size, slide design and color schemes

6. Submit written report of the presentation before presentation

7. All students must keep the record of all presentations and summaries, as these will be used in midterm and end term exams

8. Each presenter/pair/group will be given 15-20 minutes (tentative) for presentation and 10 minutes for open house question answers
