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Capsule Statement:
The course is designed to introduce students with the basic concept of feminism and it further intends to familiarize the students with the different theoretical perspectives of feminism. The primary goal of this course is to familiarize students with key issues, questions, and debates within feminist scholarship. In this course, we will consider questions like: What is theory? Why do we have to study theories? What is the objective of looking at feminist theories? A central feature of this course is to create an understanding of the  bridge  building  activities  between the theory/ theories of feminism and action. To answer these questions we will consider a series of feminist frameworks, which suggest how gender relations have been in  the  past and how they are at the present. Thus, this course focuses on the ways in which feminists have challenged the ‘norms’ and ‘practices’ of civil societies.
