STUDENTS ARE REQUIRED TO READ AND UNDERSTAND ALL ITEMS OUTLINED IN THE PARTICIPANT HANDBOOK

CLASS ATTENDANCE: Students need to be in class at the assigned time. After 10 minutes past the assigned time, the students will be marked absent.

 In one sentence, Bloom’s Taxonomy is a hierarchical ordering of cognitive skills that can, among countless other uses, help teachers teach and students learn. The sequence of cognitive skills levels are Remember (level 1), Understand (level 2), Application (level 3), Analysis (level 4), Evaluate / Synthesis (level 5), and Create (level 6). Following figure shows the details:
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
